December 5 ð Travel Day:

The group will travel by coach bus to Salzburg, Austria to tour the 

city. Following the tour, the group will continue on to Vienna by 

train.

Enjoy three full days in Vienna exploring the Christmas markets, 

with opt ional excursions to Schonbrunn Palace and Bratislava.

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What to Expect  

This festive European getaway blends guided sightseeing with ample free time to explore the magical 

Christmas markets of Munich and Vienna at your own pace. While the overall pace of the trip is 

comfortable and enjoyable, travelers should be prepared for moderate daily activity. Travelers will want 

comfortable walking shoes. On average during our last visit, we walked 10,000 to 20,000 steps per day.  

For some of the excursions, the group will walk or take public transportation to meeting points together.  

You could reduce the amount of steps by relying on public transportation but overall this will be an 

active vacation with a lot of walking .  On travel days, travelers will be expected to carry their luggage up 

and down flights of stairs at train stations, on and off trains, and pulled behind them on walks to and 

from train stations (near hotels).  

 

Weather during the Christmas market season is typically cold, with temperatures ranging from the mid-

20s to upper 30s Fahrenheit. Snow is possible and adds to the festive atmosphere, but travelers should 

be prepared for chilly temperatures and dress in warm layers, including hats, gloves, and waterproof 

footwear. 

 

Both Munich and Vienna feature charming old towns with uneven surfaces, including cobblestone streets, 

narrow walkways, and occasional stairs. Comfortable, supportive walking shoes are strongly 

recommended, especially as precipitation may make it more slippery than normal. Travelers can expect to 

be on their feet for extended periods, with opportunities to rest, enjoy food and drinks, or browse market 

stalls throughout the day.  

 

Recommended tours and excursions will be provided and are completely optional. Each traveler may 

choose to participate in one to two organized activities per day with the group or explore independently. 

Fees for optional tours will be added to the base tri p price. Required group activities will primarily occur 

on arrival and departure days, as well as any included city tours or transfers between destinations. 

 

Flight  Information  

This package is land-only and does not include airfare. Travelers have the flexibility to arrange their own 

flights, with the option to us e points or miles, select preferred airlines, or upgrade to premium cabin 

seating for added comfort.  

 

That said, Harder Travel is happy to assist with flight bookings for those who prefer a more streamlined 

planning experience. If there is enough interest to form a group (typically 10 or more travelers booking 

main cabin airfare from the same airport ), we will coordinate group flight arrangements for those who 

wish to participate. 

 

For travelers flying as part of the group itinerary, roundtrip ground transportation to and from the 

departure airport in the U.S. will also be added, along with airport transfers upon arrival in Europe from 

the airport to the hotel.
